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The WFLS Jackson Award 

The Washington Foreign Law Society seeks to promote and recognize serious student scholarship in the area of international or comparative law.  The Jackson Award is given in honor of Justice Robert H. Jackson, a former Supreme Court Justice, who pioneered much of the current thinking on the use of international law as it applies to war and crimes against humanity.  The winner of the 2008 Jackson Award will receive a $2,500.  

The WFLS will establish a panel consisting of academics and practitioners to review submissions on a blind basis for clarity, efficacy and comprehensiveness, among other attributes.  The winner of the competition will be an honored guest at this spring’s WFLS Annual Dinner Gala, May 1, 2008, for presentation of the award and prize.  The winner will also be introduced to and photographed with the 2008 recipient of the WFLS Harry Leroy Jones Award, presented each year to a member of the Washington legal community for outstanding contributions in the field of international law.  This year’s honoree is Secretary James A. Baker III.  Previous winners of the Jones Award  include Supreme Court Justices, leading members of Congress and the diplomatic corps, and outstanding academics. The Washington Foreign Law Society was organized in 1952 to promote knowledge and understanding of international legal matters, comparative legal issues, and foreign law.  It is a non-profit, tax-exempt, educational organization located in the District of Columbia that serves as a forum for the intersection of legal and non-legal professionals serving in public and private capacities to the many U.S. Government agencies, foreign missions, non-governmental organizations, academic institutions, and national and global professional firms with a Washington presence.
Members of the Society include attorneys from private law firms, governmental agencies, corporations and international organizations, as well as professors of law, jurists, students of international and comparative law, and persons with no legal background, but with a passion for foreign and international issues.  The Society hosts luncheon events at which speakers from foreign countries, the U.S. Government, international institutions, and private practice address topics of current interest in the international arena.  The Society also holds several signature events each year, including the Embassy Roundtable, the Annual Dinner Gala, the Diplomatic Reception, and an Annual Meeting and Garden Party.

Competition Guidelines

 Eligibility
· Each competition-eligible journal* may submit one student article or note addressing a topic of international or comparative law. 

· The work submitted must have been published during the 13-month period between January 1, 2007 and January 31, 2008.  (Proof of publication required.) 

· The student author of the article or note must not have been a previous winner of the Justice Robert H. Jackson Award.
 Submission Deadline
· May 7, 2008 
 Procedures
· Electronic submissions (preferred) may be sent to postmaster@wfls.org.  (To help avoid the risk of capacity-based e-mail rejections by our internet service provider, journals are encouraged to avoid making last minute electronic submissions.)
· Contact information for submitting journal should be included in text of e-mail transmission and not attached file.
· Mail-in submissions:  Cover letter from submitting journal and 5 copies of submission may be mailed not later than submission deadline to WFLS, Jackson Competition, PO Box 66542, Washington Square, Washington, DC 20035.  
· Submissions (electronic or hard copy) must be in publication format, i.e. submissions should be formatted in a manner similar to that appearing in the published journal, with the exception that references to the name of the journal, author, or other potential identifier information be removed.
· Proof of publication may consist of availability on Lexis or Westlaw (provide cite), a hard copy of journal cover and table of contents, or other sufficient proof.
